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JUDICIAL MISCONDUCT
ORDER

KOZINSKI, Chief Judge:
Complainant, a pro se prisoner, alleges that three circuit judges made
erroneous rulings in his civil case. These allegations relate directly to the merits of

the judges’ rulings and must therefore be dismissed. See 28 U.S.C.

8 352(b)(1)(A)(ii); In re Charge of Judicial Misconduct, 685 F.2d 1226, 1227 (9th
Cir. Jud. Council 1982); Judicial-Conduct Rule 11(c)(1)(B).

Complainant also alleges that the circuit judges helped cover up misdeeds by
prison personnel and that many judges and court staff routinely engage in ex parte
communications with prison officials. But complainant provides no objectively
verifiable proof of these allegations, so they must be dismissed as unsupported.

See 28 U.S.C. § 352(b)(2)(A)(iii); In re Complaint of Judicial Misconduct, 569

F.3d 1093, 1093 (9th Cir. 2009); Judicial-Conduct Rule 11(c)(1)(D).

DISMISSED.
